I can pass the email from John Sanborn with Enterprise, Inc.(Mid-America 

Pipeline). He takes care of the language for the pipeline. It is the same language that we have there if 

you would like to see that. That will be the only change in the note for note 5A. I would also like to 

delete “b” on the conditions. The condition on the floodplain callout text needs to be deleted. Those are 

the only changes that I have on the conditions.

They are 

requesting an establishment of two new additional lots and that is it. 
Tonia Pendergrast: Additional lots or additional subdivisions, multiply…………… 

Mr. Tapp: No, just lots. Lot 2 is 12.77 acres and Lot 3 is close to 16 acres. 
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Mrs. Viviano: They are only allowed one single-family home per lot. 
Mr. Tapp: There will only be the possibility for two additional single family houses at this point. 

Tonia Pendergrast: Okay. Street access through………….. 

Mr. Tapp: Direct access from Plattsburg Road. 
Tonia Pendergrast: From Plattsburg Road only? Applewood Farms is basically not affected? 

Mr. Tapp: I believe you guys are down here. Cul-de-sac……… 

Tonia Pendergrast: We have two cul-de-sacs. North Hills Road is actually the only one that could 
possibly even have access back through there. 

Mr. Tapp: I don’t think there is any ingrees/egress easement there unless there is new right-of-way 

dedicated………not going to happen. 

Tonia Pendergrast: Okay. I think that was our main concern. Do you have anything else Jill? If it is 
just the two lots and two single family dwellings is all that can be put on it.  

Mr. Tapp: At this point right now. That doesn’t mean that they couldn’t propose a replat of those lots 

later on down the line. 
Tonia Pendergrast: To develop them? 

Mr. Tapp: I am trying to see if you are within 1,000 feet of those lots. 

Mrs. Viviano: It will require a separate rezoning, and you would receive another certified letter. 
Mr. Tapp: Possibly, it depends if they are within 1,000 feet. Actually, no they would not.

Mr. Knisley: We will proceed to the last case; Case No.: Oct. 11-116A–A request for approval of the 
2010 Zoning Map, which includes approved rezoning applications January 1, 2010 through December 

31, 2010. The applicant is Clay County. 

Mr. Tapp: First, I would like to request that the staff report be attached for the record. As the 
Commissioner’s are aware every year we come to the Planning and Zoning Commission requesting that 

the official zoning map to be in accordance and conformance with our Land Development Code; 

therefore, we are…………………if you can imagine a nice big zoning map over here. We had some 
printer difficulties, so we do not have a large zoning map. You can see by our interactive GIS mapping 

we have all the zoning districts, overlays, and all the pertinent information. If the Commission wishes, 

we could table it and wait until we have a printout or you can go ahead and approve it. We will have a 

hard copy for the County Commission because a lot of times they do like to see it. 
Mr. Knisley: I think we can just go ahead and review it and approve it. Is that the consensus of the 

Commisison? 

Commission: Yes. 
Mr. Tapp: If that is the wish of the Commission, I would like to point out from the staff report that 

there is one correction. There is a piece along 33 Highway where there were two areas that were in 
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accurately depicted as AG zoned when they should have been shown as R-1B are most dense residential 
classification. In association with the approved rezoning of Elm Tree Estates in 1999. It is located 

across the street from Holmes Creek Hills. It is off of 33 Hwy. It was already approved if you recall, 

Mr. Chairman, and members that were present during 1999. It was a master plan community that got to 
the rezoning and preliminary and never followed through on the final plat. The rezoning still applies, 

and it was in accurately shown as AG when it should have been R-1B. We are correcting that measure 

in this map. 
Mr. Knisley: Okay, sounds good.  

Mr. Tapp: Other than that, I don’t believe there are any other notable changes. 

Mr. Knisley: You will have a hard copy for the County Commission?
